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At the last Brothers in Christ (BIC) meeting, Brother Will Brooks gave a most interesting devotion.  In preparation for his devotion, Brother Will set a goal of interviewing one hundred people about their beliefs concerning Jesus Christ and basic Bible knowledge.  Reaching 98 people, he missed his goal by only two.

During his mission of talking with 100 people about Jesus and the Bible, Will was laughed at and rejected and could get only 38 people to fill out a simple survey he had prepared.  Here are some of the questions and results of our brother’s survey.

1. Do you attend church regularly?  No – 52%

2. Are you a good person?  Almost 79% thought they were good.  Reasons given:  “I’m honest; I don’t treat people wrong; I keep good company; I’m not racist; I don’t curse, I help others...”

3. Can you list five of the Ten Commandments?  Only 16% of the people surveyed could name five of the Ten Commandments.

4. List five things you are most thankful for.  Fifty percent mentioned God, Jesus and/or salvation.  However, only half of those who mentioned God have Him precedence.

5. What are some things you can do to go to Heaven?  32% responded the only way to Heaven is through Jesus Christ.  Common answers of things to do to go to Heaven included treating people good, giving to some charity, live a good life, obey the Ten Commandments (hmm, I wonder if those who said this are some of the 48% who could not name 5 of the Ten Commandments?)

6. Name something you deserve from God.  47% responded they did not deserve anything from God and ½ of 1% said they deserved hell.  Common answers included a 2nd chance, forgiveness, love, a new job…
7. In your opinion, who is Jesus Christ? In one fashion or another, 63% said Jesus is the Savior.  Other answers included:  whomever we make Him to be, someone to look up to as a role model and a spiritual entity.

8. Would you like to know more about Jesus?  50% responded yes and 10% no.  However, some who answered yes said they did not want any help and one said he only said yes because he did not want to look like a fool.  One person said, “I know all I need to know about Him.  If I need to know more I’ll find out along the way.”  Another responded, “When my day comes, I will want to know more but not now.”
Brother Will said the answers he received were “disappointing and highly discouraging” because people don’t realize one must receive Jesus to be saved, that everyone will be judged.  Being a good person will NOT get you into Heaven.  Our young brother is to be commended for his ambitious project and bravery in conducting this survey.  His desire now is to go back to those who said they wanted to learn more about Jesus and witness to them about Him.  May the Lord bless Will’s efforts, and may many be won to Christ.


It is good to be reminded of what Jesus said, “Do you not say, ‘there are yet four months, then comes the harvest’?  Look, I tell you, lift up your eyes, and see what the fields are white for harvest.  Already the one who reaps is receiving wages and gathering fruit for eternal life, so that sower and reaper may rejoice together”  (John 4:35-36).  Will’s survey bears a witness of the fact that the fields of Wayne County are ripe for harvest.
